EELP IVb: Law

The Centre of Law (Qualifikationszentrum Recht) is responsible for the module Law:

The mandatory consultation meeting at the beginning of studies will determine whether students need to
attend an introductory lecture course “Introduction to Public Law” (in German) or whether they will be
able to attend two advanced courses without additional preparation. Students may only attend two ad-
vanced courses if they have obtained 30 CP in the fields of constitutional law and general administrative
law in a previous program.

Students without prior knowledge of law are required to attend the lecture course: “Introduction to Public
Law" which is taught in German. The course provides students with an introduction to constitutional and
administrative law as well as European Community law. Students who do not speak German and do not
have any prior knowledge of law, cannot participate in the module Law.

The lecture “Introduction to Public Law" (in German) takes place every winter semester. Students with-
out a background in law are required to pass a final exam in this lecture the result of which will be the
module grade. If the lecturer of the second part of the module provides the possibility to pass a graded
exam, the grade earned may also be the module grade.

Normative ethics is one of the oldest fields in philosophy. Prominent figures such as Aristotle, Hume, and
Kant have written and developed distinctive positions in this field. Roughly said, normative ethics is a
subfield of practical philosophy attempting to answer the questions which motives, actions, rules of ac-
tions, character traits or even institutions are bidden or forbidden, and why. In this introductory course we
shall explore and discuss the most prominent traditions, positions, and methods in normative ethics (e.g.,
virtue ethics, moral-sense theories, Kantian ethics and consequentialism) as well as the main problems
and complexities of normative ethics and its relation to meta-ethics.

This course will explore the emergence, strengths and difficulties of the corporate form, paying special
attention to the most powerful contemporary corporate actors, business corporations. After reviewing
the historical antecedents — such as guilds, universities and religious foundations, and then state-
chartered monopolies such as the Dutch East India Company. This historical background will be used to
explore the strengths, limitations and dangers of the corporate form. Alongside modern economic theo-
ries of the corporation (e.g. those of Jensen & Meckling, Easterbrook & Fischel), it will consider how the
modern business corporation emerged, including its commonalities with these previous corporate forms
and its distinctive new powers, advantages and risks. Finally, we will consider contemporary attempts to
deal with problematic economic and political aspects of the corporation, including debates about stake-
holder theory, regulation, different corporate forms, and corporate social responsibility.

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The lecture course begins with an overview of the basic features of rights-based and utilitarian theories
of normative ethics. Then | will discuss the questions of what the status of moral norms is and whether,
and if so, how moral norms can be rationally justified. | will present and examine different approaches,
e.g. the theories of Thomas Hobbes and of David Gauthier, that attempt to reduce moral norms to the
rational or prudential considerations of agents. According to such a view, moral norms consist in the
mutual restriction of the self-interested actions of agents which is ultimately intended to further their
considered self-interest. Finally, | will compare these approaches with those theories that insist on the
existence of genuine moral norms (which differ from norms of prudence) and that try to justify them.

Interest groups are important political actors in both European liberal democracies and the European
Union. It is contested whether they serve democracy by linking political decisions to societal preferences
or rather themselves and their members. We will study the role of different types of interest groups in EU
policy-making and look into the behavior of national and EU level interest groups in the EU's multilevel
system. Students will get to know important approaches to studying interest groups in the EU such as
resource dependency theory, typologies of interest groups (diffuse-specific), and political opportunity
structures. They will also become familiar with the study of contextual effects on lobbying focusing on
the EU's institutional context as well as issue contexts (such as the public salience or technical character
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of a policy issue). After attending the seminar, students will have a sound knowledge of major debates on
the role of interest groups in EU politics and will also be aware of data sources and methods to study
them.

(seminar in English)

The M.A. level seminar will introduce students to the study of the European Union’s foreign policy to-
wards Asia by focusing on its inter-regional dimension. In a first step major theoretical approaches to the
analysis of regional integration, inter-regionalism and the EU's foreign policy will be introduced and dis-
cussed. The concepts and categories will then be applied to the existing inter-regional institutions and
policies between the EU and Asia, i.e. EU-ASEAN, ASEM and SAARC as well as the case of Central Asia.
The course shall provide students with a deeper understanding of the historical, political and economic
factors that can explain the EU's unique role as an agent for processes of regional integration in Asia and
the EU’s facilitating role with regard to regional and global governance structures and institutions.

Politics of Finance in China (seminar in English)

"Money" is one of the key pillars of power in the People's Republic of China according to David Lampton's
study "The Three Faces of Chinese Power. Might, Money, and Minds". Developing and reforming its finan-
cial sector has thus been a sensitive issue for China's leaders. On the one hand, the leadership acknowl-
edged the need to modernize and internationalise its banking, securities and insurance business to sup-
port its economic development. On the other hand, China is carefully managing the degree of openness
and competition in order to avoid a loss of control. Several rounds of political and regulatory reforms
have thus created a unique set of institutions to govern China's financial sector. Big state-controlled
banks still dominate an increasingly diverse sector which is undergoing rapid change due to technologi-
cal and organizational innovation. China's internet-based financial services (fintech) are considered to be
among the most advanced in the world while developing outside the official political framework. The
politics of internationalizing the currency RMB and raising China's presence in international organizations
aim at turning the PRC into a global financial superpower. How does all this work? What are the political
interests, ideas, and mechanisms behind these developments? Who are the economic and social forces
driving China's financial innovation? What are the global effects of China's politics of finance? These are
the key themes to be analysed and discussed in this MA-level seminar.

Die Auf3enpolitik der USA hat sich in den letzten zwei Dekaden deutlich verdndert — vom Multilateralis-
mus der Clinton Administration Uber die Kriegsjahre unter George W. Bush nach 9/11 und die symboli-
sche Rhetorik von Barak Obama bis hin zur ,America First"-Programmatik von Donald Trump. Was hat
sich jenseits rhetorischer Diskurse tatsachlich verdndert an der US-Auf3enpolitik? Welche Werte und
Ideologien, welche Lobbygruppen und/oder Machterwédgungen haben die US-Politik gepragt?

Das Seminar untersucht die US-Auf3enpolitik seit den 1990er Jahren bis heute anhand der klassischen
Theorien der Internationalen Beziehungen. Dabei stehen insbesondere neorealistische Perspektiven auf
die internationale Machtverteilung sowie gesellschaftsorientierte Analysen von Ideen und Interessen in
den Domestic Politics der USA als Erklarungsvariablen im Vordergrund. Die zu untersuchenden Politik-
felder umfassen: Au3enhandel (TTIP/TPP), Global Economic Governance (IWF/G20), Lateinamerikapoli-
tik (NAFTA), UNO/Umweltpolitik, transatlantische Beziehungen (NATO), Emerging Powers (China, Brasi-
lien, Indien), Russlandpolitik, Nahostpolitik (Israel, Iran, Syrien, Irak).

The post-World War Il period has revealed an accumulation of international institutions and fora (for ex-
ample IMF, WTO, G20) which have been created in order to govern the global economy. This institutional
structure however, has increasingly attracted critique regarding its legitimacy and efficiency. Several
financial crises in the 1990s (for example in Argentina, Mexico, Asia) and the more recent global financial
and economic crisis suggest the need for an improved political management of the world economy as
existing mechanisms seem not to perform adequately. Besides financial markets, world trade is a second
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focus because liberalisation through the WTO has become more complex and controversial. In this semi-
nar the analysis focuses on the rise of global economic cooperation and on the reform of existing govern-
ance structures. New challenges and opportunities are also faced by both institutions and actors (for
example EU, US) in the light of newly industrialised and emerging economies (for example BRICS). Theo-
ries of international political economy (IPE) and international relations (IR) will be used to examine these
questions and developments by students’ investigations of selected case studies.
